
2024-25 GCJE Special Initiative (Un)equal lives, (un)equal 

outcomes in the UK: Addressing societal inequalities 
 

Deadline for applications: Monday 21 October 2024 (17.00 GMT) 

The UK has made progress in addressing social inequalities, but deep-set embedded societal 
inequities remain, with complex and interwoven disparities related to a myriad of inter-linked social 
inequalities – including gender, race, class, sexuality, age and disability.

• Studies in basic science or research that is exclusively lab-based 
• Article processing costs (publication fees) 
• Staff ‘buy-out’ (including staff salary), maintenance fees, or bench fees. 

 
Awards can be used to support cross-disciplinary projects and activities that generate societal 
impacts, this may include (but is not limited to):  
 
¶ Workshops, symposia or conferences 
¶ Publications, reports, articles or comment pieces  
¶ Preparatory or exploratory research towards larger grant applications 
¶ Public, community, or policy engagement activities 
¶ Influencing UCL operations and ways of working 
¶ Knowledge exchange 
¶ Employing research assistant, to assist with the above activities.  

 
ELIGIBLE APPLICANTS 
First Applicants must be UCL staff – either researchers in academic Faculties or Professional Services.  
 
Second Applicants can be either UCL staff, UCL PhD students (researchers in academic Faculties or 
Professional Services) or external partners (e.g. at a policy, third sector, charity, community, or 
business organisation). 
 
To note: it is a requirement that first and second applicants be based in different departments, and 
ideally different faculties. In addition, when applying applicants will be requested to provide a short 
statement explaining (i) how the proposed collaboration is cross-disciplinary and how the 'value-
added' nature of inter/cross disciplinarity is being realised through the project and (ii) how the 
respective disciplinary expertise of the applicants will be drawn on.  
 
Applications submitted under previous 2023-24 (Un)equal Lives Special Initiative grants call will only 
be eligible if proposals can evidence that they are substantively different and align with the 2024-25 
themes. During online application process, applicants will be asked to indicate if the proposal is a re-
submission and if so, will be asked to outline in 100 words what is different from previous 



Funding decisions will be announced in November 2024. Anticipated start date 
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
